Project Details


Project 1:

WebGIS based dissemination system for Air Quality.


 In this project, a Gaussian Plume Model was developed in ArcGIS to determine the concentration of pollutants from point source emissions.The pollutants considered were PM ,NOx and SO2. The prediction of pollutant concentration was done by two models .One of which is EPA’s standard model Screen View and the other one being the mathematical Gaussian plume model developed in ArcGIS. The concentration of pollutants obtained from both the models were then compared. Besides these, the concentration level of each pollutants as predicted by mathematical Gaussian plume model were mapped using GIS. The results obtained from the models and the maps were displayed using web GIS technology.
Project 2:

Mapping of rubber plantations using RS and GIS techniques.

Rubber plantations have shown typical NDVI profile with higher NDVI during October LISS-III data which reduced during the defoliation stage in January month and subsequently increased during March month coinciding with refoliation stage. RS and GIS techniques have utilized for spatial mapping of natural rubber plantations for Tripura state using LISS 3, LISS 4 and Cartosat 1 images.

Land-use change detection using multi-temporal images.
